Welcome, fellow enthusiast and associated member of the Association of VW 
Clubs.  The purpose of this Members Guide is to highlight the benefits of 
membership and to set the scene as far as the ABVWC is concerned, especially 
if you are a new member and unsure what to expect next. 

By becoming a member of an associated VW Club, you have already 
demonstrated your interest in Volkswagen vehicles and their associated 
marques and derivatives.  We have no preference or prejudices – whether you 
prefer Volkswagen over Audi or Porsche, air-cooled rather than water-cooled, 
consider custom better than original, older more than newer models, traditional 
or derivative marques such as SEAT or Skoda – each preference is respected 
and welcomed. 

In return for your interest and in addition to anything set up locally by your own 
Club, your ABVWC Committee has arranged several discounts - both locally 
and nationally - on your motoring costs. 

 

The Association of British VW Clubs 
 

The Association of British VW Clubs was created after many members of VW 
Owners Clubs suffered dissatisfaction in the mid-1980s.  Consequently, several 
individual VW Owners Clubs joined together in order to gain benefit from being 
part of a large national organisation, rather than just members of what was quite 
often a small, local Owners Club.  By banding enthusiasts together in this way, 
it was hoped that more outlets would offer greater benefits such as discounts 
for members of a national organisation.  However, ABVWC would also 
recognise each individual Club’s right to retain its own traditions and methods. 

The ABVWC has evolved over the years and currently represents around 3,100 
enthusiasts belonging to 36 different Clubs nationwide – probably the largest 
VW group representation in the UK. 

Each individual member Club operates on a local level and the ABVWC has no 
direct involvement with their organisation.  However, for a small annual fee 
(currently equivalent to £1 per individual member) it can offer such benefits as 
Public & Product Liability Insurance cover for its member Clubs that organise 
their own shows & activities, discounted rates on many insurance products, 
lower maintenance and repair costs, plus discounted and extra facilities at 
meetings and shows.  This all helps to reduce motoring costs generally for its 
members and to generate commissions that are paid back to the Clubs who 
take advantage of the schemes. 

Each Club is urged to provide a contact member to act as ABVWC 
representative and to participate in the central organising Committee meetings 
that take place approximately every 6-8 weeks throughout the year.  Members 
attending Committee meetings are paid a travel expense allowance. 

The ABVWC organises its own annual show – Stonor VW– which is popular 
with many enthusiasts and has been running for 35 years in the grounds of the 
stunning National Trust administered Stonor Park in the Oxfordshire 
countryside.

ABVWC Insurance Scheme #2 
 

The ABVWC can also offer to its members a commission-paying insurance 
scheme with Adrian Flux Insurance Services. 

Adrian Flux will pay £25 for all NEW policies taken out with them, but 
unfortunately are unable to offer any commission for renewals.  As with the 
Chris Knott scheme, commission will be paid centrally, but will be apportioned 
back to each qualifying Club on a quarterly basis by ABVWC. 

The procedure is easy – simply call Adrian Flux on the dedicated 01553 845881 
number and request a quote in the normal way.  Should you accept this quote 
and take out a policy with Adrian Flux, provided you mention your exclusive VW 
Club code (same as for Chris Knott scheme), your Club will receive the 
commission – which will not only provide you with insurance at a competitive 
rate, but will also indirectly assist in keeping your motoring costs down. 

Remember that like the Chris Knott scheme, this offer is not restricted to motor 
insurance.  Adrian Flux can offer competitive rates for all kinds of insurance, so 
please contact them for ALL your insurance requirements.
